Start of Term 2 
I have been asked by a number of people why Monday 27th April is a holiday given that the public holiday for 

Anzac Day (Saturday) does not transfer to the Monday.  This has occurred because when the Term dates were 

gazetted by the Department of Education and Training (DET) in 2003 it was assumed that Monday 27th  would 

be a public holiday - this did not eventuate.   

DET has made the decision to keep Monday 27th April as a holiday and then commence with a staff day 

Tuesday 28th April.  They believe it is too late to make changes given that this arrangement has been in the 

public domain since 2003. The Catholic Education Commission of NSW has advised all Catholic Schools to 

Ŧƻƭƭƻǿ 59¢Ωǎ ŘŜŎƛǎƛƻƴ to avoid any possible confusion with the arrangements for the start of Term 2.  So the 

College calendar shows Monday 27th April as a holiday, Tuesday 28th  April as a Staff Day (Boarders return) 

with classes commencing on Wednesday 29th April.

Boarding Enrolments - 2010 
It might be very early to be writing about enrolments for 2010.  The simple fact however is that we have 

already accepted a number of boarding students for 2010.  The available places are once again filling fast ς 

particularly in girls boarding.  I ask you to encourage anyone you know of who is hoping to send their son or 

daughter to Red Bend Catholic College as a boarder in 2010 to apply now.  It would be a great disappointment 

if they left it too late and I had to refuse them a place at the College.   

Building the Education Revolution 
The Federal Government recently announced a number of 

funding opportunities for all schools in Australia.  These funds 

have been made available to enhance the educational 

opportunities of students and to stimulate the economy 

during the present economic crisis. 

The College is eligible to apply for two sources of funds: 

Science and Language Centres for 21st Century Secondary 

Schools τ$1 billion for the construction of new science 

laboratories or language learning centres (500 schools).  The distribution of these funds is on the basis of a 

competitive application process with the funds going to the 500 schools with the greatest need. 

Å National School Pride Programτ$1.288 billion for all schools in Australia, government and non-
government, for funding for minor capital works and maintenance projects. 
I am working closely with the Block Grant Authority to make sure that the College is able take the best 

possible advantage of this opportunity.
