Swine Flu 
This winter the school, is required to follow directions from NSW Health and take steps to minimise the transmission of 

H1N1 Flu.  The NSW Chief Health Officer has indicated that while the virus is currently not as virulent as originally 

thought, there are still some people in the school and wider communities who may be at risk of increased complications 

if they become infected. 

a) High standards of hygiene should therefore be maintained by all staff;  
b) Staff with symptoms of influenza will be asked to remain at home, seek medical treatment, and return when they 

are well.  NSW Health materials provide a list of symptoms for influenza which includes: fever, cough, tiredness, 
muscle aches and pains, sore throat, headaches and so forth.  

I ask that any student who is exhibiting these symptoms be kept home and seeks medical confirmation with their GP 

and return to school when they are well.
